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 My brother went 
through a phase as a 
pre-teen where he had 
the weirdest dreams.  
He would wake up in 
the middle of the night 
yelling.  My parents 
would take him into the 
bathroom and even 
though he was out of 
bed he was still 
asleep.  I remember 
hearing him say, “Get 
them off of me.”  My 
mom would ask, “Get 
what off of you.”  “The 
spiders” he would yell.   
 
 Of course there were 
no spiders but they 
sure seemed real and 
scary to my brother.  
Fortunately, he out-
grew those awful 
dreams.  Dreams can 
scare any of us.  We 
often don’t understand 
what they are for or 

what they mean so 
they leave us fearful. 
 
 This is true many 
times of the prophetic 
dreams we find in 
Daniel and Revelation.  
We read through them 
and they seem so 
scary that we choose 
to ignore them.  But 
what if we really un-
derstood them?  What 
if these dreams were 
trying to tell us the way 
out of the nightmare 
we find ourselves in, in 
this world?  Wouldn’t 
you want to know the 
meaning?  I do. 
 
 So, starting March 8 I 
will begin a series of 
sermons on the 
prophecies of Daniel 
and Revelation.  Be-
fore you run off in fear, 
I want to make you 

some promises.  First, 
we will focus on the 
good news of these 
prophecies.  We will 
see how they point to 
our redemption in Je-
sus.  Second, these 
messages will be very 
easy to understand.  
You can feel free to 
invite any friend from 
any background and I 
think they will see the 
good news. 
 
 So, is there good 
news in the Mark of 
the Beast, The Little 
Horn, The Plagues?  I 
think there is.  I hope 
you will come and see 
prophecy in a whole 
new light.

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  St. Patrick was born in Britain in 
about 460 AD to a wealthy family.  
He was kidnapped when he was 16 
by Irish raiders and worked in captiv-
ity for 6 years as a shepherd in Ire-
land. During this time, he became a 
Christian. God spoke to him in a 
dream to leave Ireland, so he walked 
200 miles to the coast and escaped 
back to Britain. Soon after, he had a 
second revelation that he was sup-
posed to return to Ireland and tell the 
people about God. He trained for 15 
years in Britain before going back to 
convert the Irish.  
  St. Patrick’s Day is celebrated by 
the Irish, and now by the US, Austra-
lia, and Canada on March 17th, the 
anniversary of St. Patrick’s death. 
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
